Remembrance Sunday?

By the time you read this, it may be hard to remember
one Sunday last November when some 400 of you came
to the Common to be a vital part of the poignant service
at the War Memorial, on which 19 of our Village Clubs,
Societies, Organisations and Institutions each laid their
wreath. For the first time, the Standard-bearer, Royal
British Legion, Brownies, schoolchildren, wreath-layers
and church choir walked together from the church to
the Memorial. Here the short act of remembrance took
place, including The Last Post, played brilliantly on a
bugle, followed by the 2-minute silence, during which
the village clock dutifully struck the hour.

For the service, we were sung into church, again for the first time, by the recently formed St.
Paul’s school choir. Children from the school and 1st Chipperfield Brownies played key roles
during the service, escorting the colour, laying poppy sprays and reading out the names of the
fallen from Chipperfield. A particular highlight were 2 poems read by their young authors. So
special were they, that they are both included here. Yet another “irst’ was the involvement of 3
RAF servicemen, resplendent in their immaculate uniforms, who carried the standard, read the
lesson and led some prayers. Along with our trumpeter accompanying much of the singing, this
was truly a most memorable occasion.

Our thanks to all those families, children, dogs and horses who joined with us to remember. It
is only by increasingly involving the young from our community that we can ensure that the
sacrifices made by those 46 young men of Chipperfield will surely never be forgotten.

Frank Michael Venables

Born 22 May 1944 - Died 16 November 2024
Aged 80

Frank Venables was born at 53 Tower Hill, Chipperfield in
1944. At the age of 11 he was taken by his father to Burton’s
Dance Studio, where he instantly took to dancing. Trying out
different partners for entering competitions, he had a few
successes in the early years, but his partner moved to
Margate.

When he was 15 years old, Frank started working for Sun Printers in Watford, and it was
there that he met his future wife and dance partner, Linda. At first, dancing was tough
as Linda had never danced before. Nevertheless, they worked hard to break into the top
of the dancing world and finally began to have some success, reaching many major
finals and winning the International UK and European Championships.

Frank and Linda married in 1974 and moved into their
own house in Tower Hill. They spent their
honeymoon in Austria, competing once again for a
second European Championship, which they won,
followed by World Championship wins in Bremen,
Germany later that year and at the British
Championship in Blackpool the following year. The
couple then turned professional, teaching all over the
world, lecturing and competing.

Frank was always happy to return to Chipperfield and
taught in the Village Hall on Friday nights. Sadly, he
passed away in November last year and was buried in
the Burial Ground in his beloved Chipperfield on 16
December. Many friends and colleagues came to pay their respects.

A big round bale was suspended from the roof and, hanging below it, was a beautiful
‘nest’ with a plaster hand inside. The room was wonderfully lit; the only light was from M
spotlights on the works of art and a few candles at one end - the atmosphere was
magical! My eyes began to dart around the barn and settled on a huge sphere of criss-
crossed old barbed wire with little glass globes hanging in its centre, planted with
shoots of wheat. The lighting cast interesting shadows on the floor. Where to look next?
The polished mouldboard of a plough was making shadows on the floor as it moved
very slightly, but then my attention was drawn to an old
sack barrow with the left handle broken. We had one just
like it on our farm, and | broke the handle in just the
same place when | was 16!

Rectors Ramblings January [ February 2025

As if from nowhere, 2025 has arrived, and so has my first opportunity to
wish most of you a very happy new year!

Again | have to say “Where did 2024 go?” (’'m sure ’'m not the only one
who has had that conversation over these last few days). It feels like |
blinked in mid-summer in the array of so many fabulous weddings, and
then found myself preparing for Christmas and all the great mix of services
we held at both St Paul’s and Holy Cross during the season. We even
managed to hold ‘Christingle Forest Church’ in the woods for all the
children of St Paul’s school, fill Holy Cross to bursting for carols and sneak
a ‘real-life’ donkey into the church at St Paul’s! The decorations are down
(well almost, at the vicarage), and the conversation in my house now is
mostly centred around trying to find a New Year’s resolution that | hadn’t
previously attempted and failed at, and will no doubt fail at again!
Maybe you are the determined type and, after all the indulging at
Christmas, name your New Year’s resolution and take yourself off to the
gym, or join the ‘Couch to 5k’ running programme, or join a slimming
group. Maybe you’ll be smashing ‘dry January’, or exploring ‘Veganuary’
or some other latest thing that will make you the best version of yourself
for this coming year.

OUR LADY MOTHER OF THE SAVIOUR RC CHURCH

I must admit | hate dark mornings. Do you? ’m retired now, but can clearly
remember going to work in winter in the dark and returning home in the
dark. Just getting out of bed when it’s still dark outside can be a real battle.
Nowadays, if |am not in a rush, | can just roll over and stay snug and warm
for as long as | wish! | have read that seasonal affective disorder is believed
to affect as many as two million people in the UK each winter. We forget
how powerful light is. We are so used to just tapping a switch and having
light instantly that a power cut can immediately send us panicking for
matches, candles and torches. ‘In the beginning’, the first book of the Bible
tells us, ‘God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. God saw that
the light was good, and he separated the light from the darkness’. Now
it’s February, we can see more light coming, minute by minute. As the
earth turns on its axis, so the days are getting longer and the nights
shorter. Spring is on its way.

Forty days after Jesus’ birth, Mary and Joseph presented him in the
temple, in accordance with the Jewish law that required that every first-
born male be dedicated to God. They had also observed the traditional
4o-day period of purification of mothers following childbirth. I can
remember, when | was young, this day was known as the feast of the
Purification of the Blessed Virgin Mary. In 1969 the feast was given a
stronger focus on Jesus and became known as the Presentation of the
Lord. According to Luke’s Gospel, the presentation of Jesus and the

purification of the Blessed Mother both took place in the Temple on the
same day, and so both are celebrated during Mass on February 2nd. This
was Jesus’ first visit of many to the temple. It was the fulfilment of the
prophecy of Malachi in the first reading of the day: “suddenly there will
come to the temple, the Lord whom you seek.” (Mal 3:1) The gospel
reading for this day is taken from Luke 2:22-38. When Mary and Joseph
got to the Temple, we read about their encounter with Simeon and Anna,
who had been waiting and waiting nearly their whole lifetime in the hope
of seeing the promised Messiah. They recognised the baby Jesus
immediately. Simeon, inspired by the Holy Spirit, took the baby into his
arms and said, “For my eyes have seen your salvation which you prepared
in sight of all the peoples, a LIGHT for revelation to the Gentiles, and glory
for your people Israel.” What Simeon said led to the feast also being called
Candlemas. The Church developed a custom of lighting and blessing
candles on this day as a reminder of that greater light.

Reading the newspaper or watching the evening news, we can hardly grasp
how much darkness we have in the world today. But Jesus is the light that
dispels the darkness. That light began on the first Christmas day and
continues to spread. Let’s hope and pray that the Light of Jesus will always
shine on us, in us, and radiate out from us.

Helping Rebuild Lives

The rising cost of living, an unexpected job loss or a relationship falling apart can be enough
to turn someone’s world upside down. It can happen to anyone, and homelessness doesn’t
always look the way we think it does.

Sarah’s story is a prime example of how quickly life can unravel. At 18, Sarah was forced out
of the family home. Her mum was in debt and couldn’t afford to keep a roof over her head.
Sarah worked multiple jobs to rent a small bedsit, proud to have built a home for herself and
her dog, Buster. But when her landlord drastically raised the rent, Sarah lost the home she’d
fought so hard for. She spent months sleeping on friends’ sofas and floors, desperately searching for a new place, but the rising rents and
refusal of landlords to accept Buster left her out of options. As winter approached, Sarah faced the terrifying reality of sleeping rough. One
night, someone spotted her sleeping in a car and called DENS. That moment changed everything.

Today, with the support of DENS, Sarah is safe and rebuilding her life — with Buster still by her side.

DENS is asking residents of Dacorum to give an extra gift this winter, so that they can give people like Sarah a hot meal, a safe space
to sleep and a pathway to a better future.

Wendy Lewington, DENS CEO, said: “Sarah had tried so hard to stay off the streets. Her homelessness was hidden and unexpected. For every
story like Sarah’s, there are many still out there, fighting to stay safe, battling the cold, desperate and alone.”

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A cold start to a new year

A cold snap at the beginning of January has seen my bird feeders in great demand, with a
good mix of birds coming for a free feed. As well as the usual mix of small birds, a pair of
jays have become regular customers, and boy do they get through a lot of peanuts!

Jays are colourful members of the crow family and thought to be one of the cleverest birds around.
They are usually woodland birds and don’t often use bird feeders, but these two know a good thing
when they see one. The peanut feeder has to be refilled almost every day, and | think a fair few are
being ‘cached’ in case of hard times. It is said that a large proportion of oak trees grow from acorns
that were planted by Jays who never got hungry enough to go back for them. In a mast year, when
the oak trees produce a bumper crop, Jays will bury hundreds of acorns, way more than they can
eat, and so the young oaks will grow well away from the parent tree. It’s a great partnership; the
jay gets a good food supply, and the tree gets its seed dispersed. With their lovely blue wing flash,
white rump and pinkish body, they make a colourful addition to the bird table, and the small birds
don’t seem to be too intimidated by them. That’s not the case when the bright green parakeets
arrive; their noisy squawking sends everything diving for cover!

I try to offer a range of food; peanuts, sunflower seeds, fat balls and a few dried meal worms that
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the robins love. One robin knows the sound of the dustbin lids where | keep the food. He comes into the carport and gets some mealworms thrown
on the floor. The robins are getting braver. Last year | had one that would take mealworms from my hand, but only if | looked the other way.

When it’s very frosty, water is very important for all wildlife. | keep the pumps going in the wildlife pond so that it never freezes, but just an old

washing up bowl can be a lifeline in hard times.

As ever, | am hoping for some proper snow, my toboggan at the ready! Wendy Bathurst
